Gal 5:20  idolatry, sorcery, hatreds, fightings, jealousies, angers, rivalries, divisions, heresies, 

Gal 5:21  envyings, murders, drunkennesses, revelings, and things like these; of which I tell you before, as I also said before, that they who do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.

Rom 7:15  For that which I do, I know not. For what I desire, that I do not do; but what I hate, that I do. 

Apostle Paul had quite a battle himself with this.

The answer again is walk in the spirit.

But how?

Rom 8:1  There is therefore now no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus, who walk not according to the flesh but according to the Spirit. 

Rom 8:5  For they who are according to the flesh mind the things of flesh, but they who are according to the Spirit the things of the Spirit. 

Rom 8:6  For to be carnally minded is death, but to be spiritually minded is life and peace 

Its where our minds dwell. We may fall into error from time to time. But if our focus is on things of the spirit then we are in the right direction. If our minds are on things of the flesh then we need to seek help!

1Jn 5:16  If anyone sees his brother sin a sin not to death, he shall ask, and He shall give him life for those that do not sin to death. There is a sin to death, I do not say that he shall pray for it. 

1Jn 5:17  All unrighteousness is sin, and there is a sin not to death.
