Jesus Brings Light!

Jesus reveals some truths to his disciples. He doesn’t leave them in the dark. He reveals all what he heard from the father.

Joh 15:15  No longer do I call you servants, for the servant does not know what his master does. But I have called you friends, for all things that I have heard from My Father I have made known to you. 

John 13:36-38

Jesus predicts Peter’s denial. In preparation to restore him.

Peter’s denial John 18:15-18 and verse 25-27.

To have been so sure of his commitment to his lord. To then learn of his weakness.

How often have we been in a blessed place to then be tested? And come face to face with how much we really trust God.

When we where looking for a new home with so much uncertainty I often prayed, God would say “trust me”. I was struggling if I weren’t he wouldn’t have needed to say that would he? It’s so easy to panic and deny God in tough times. Just as peter did, he had lost his lord. He new who his lord was, it wasn’t like he didn’t know Jesus as the Christ son of the living God as we read. 
But later Jesus faces the cross. The disciples where told it was coming. But they where still shocked, grieved, frightened etc. Who wouldn’t be?
Peter has the revelation of who Jesus is.

Mat 16:13  And coming into the parts of Caesarea Philippi, Jesus asked His disciples, saying, Who do men say Me to be, the Son of Man? 

Mat 16:14  And they said, Some say, John the Baptist; some, Elijah; and others, Jeremiah, or one of the prophets. 

Mat 16:15  He said to them, But who do you say I am? 

Mat 16:16  And Simon Peter answered and said, You are the Christ, the Son of the living God. 

Mat 16:17  Jesus answered and said to him, You are blessed, Simon, son of Jonah, for flesh and blood did not reveal it to you, but My Father in Heaven. 

Mat 16:18  And I also say to you that you are Peter, and on this rock I will build My church, and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it. 

Mat 16:19  And I will give the keys of the kingdom of Heaven to you. And whatever you may bind on earth shall occur, having been bound in Heaven, and whatever you may loose on earth shall occur, having been loosed in Heaven. 

If peter had such a testimony as this. And he still denied Jesus. What does it say of him?
It says he was human like us.

Jesus restores Peter (John 21:15-19).

He asked him three times do you love me? Giving Peter the chance to declare his love for him three times.

Jesus Bring light! He doesn’t leave us to suffer in darkness. He brings us through our trials and gives us victory! John 14:1-6  says he is the way the truth the life no one comes to the father (God) except through him. The first torch of light Jesus brings. The only way to salvation is through Jesus no other way.
Verse 7-11

You know the father if you know Jesus! Jesus is the revelation of the father.

John 14:15-18

Another helper The Holy Spirit (spirit of truth). The world doesn’t know him but he will dwell with you!

John 14:19-21

Jesus in the father and we are in him.

John 14:25-31

Jesus comforts the disciples assuring them of the Holy Spirit.

True vine

John 15:1-8

Jesus is the vine we are his branches. More than a belief system. An actual spiritual union with God himself.

Jesus brings light!
1. Jesus restores relationships to himself. Despite any faults and mistake. 
2. Salvation comes through Jesus alone.
3. Jesus is the revelation of the father.
4. Holy Spirit promised.
5. Jesus in the father and we are in Jesus.
6. More than a belief system.
Jesus has totally renewed the covenant plan. Instead of the old priestly system. Where God was met by a priest behind a Vail. He now dwells with man and in man. No longer the ark of the covenant but actually in our hearts.
The light!

Joh 3:16  For God so loved the world that He gave His only-begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life. 

Joh 3:17  For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but so that the world might be saved through Him. 

Joh 3:18  He who believes on Him is not condemned, but he who does not believe is condemned already, because he has not believed in the name of the only-begotten Son of God. 

Joh 3:19  And this is the condemnation, that the Light has come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than the Light, because their deeds were evil. 

Joh 3:20  For everyone who does evil hates the Light, and does not come to the Light, lest his deeds should be exposed. 

Joh 3:21  But he who practices truth comes to the Light so that his works may be revealed, that they exist, having been worked in God. 

A big problem with light is it eliminates hiding places. So people who do not want to face their problems will hide from the light. God is gentle but we cannot hide anything from him he sees all. But if we don’t want to be free from whatever then we will hide from the light. Religion dresses itself up with a big fancy mask of perfection and holiness fooling some people. But God sees through all masks. It gains nothing. The light brings the necessity of a relationship with God. Pureness doesn’t exist unless we are cleansed with his blood. To get that we must dwell in the light!

1Jn 1:7  But if we walk in the light, as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin. 

1Jn 1:8  If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. 

1Jn 1:9  If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 

1Jn 1:10  If we say that we have not sinned, we make Him a liar, and His Word is not in us. 

The light!

We were once darkness, and God has shone his light on us.  

Eph 5:8  For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord; walk as children of light 

Eph 5:9  (for the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth), 

Eph 5:10  proving what is acceptable to the Lord. 

Eph 5:11  And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove them. 

Eph 5:12  For it is a shame even to speak of those things which are done by them in secret. 

Eph 5:13  But all things that are reproved are made manifest by the light, for whatever makes manifest is light. 

Eph 5:14  Therefore he says, "Awake, sleeping ones! And arise from the dead, and Christ shall give you light." 

Eph 5:15  See then that you walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise, 

Eph 5:16  redeeming the time, because the days are evil. 

Eph 5:17  Therefore do not be unwise, but understand what the will of the Lord is. 

Eph 5:18  And do not be drunk with wine, in which is excess, but be filled with the Spirit, 

Eph 5:19  speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord; 

Eph 5:20  always giving thanks for all things to God the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, 

We have more than enough instruction here! The more we do what is said by Gods word the more blessings we will reap.
