Kindness, Goodness, faithfulness, gentleness

I have grouped these four together because they are so closely linked.

2 peter 1:5-11

We are of course to make an effort. We can’t ask for the fruits of kindness, goodness, faithfulness, and gentleness without making the effort. But God does give us these fruits if we want them. We have to be willing letting go of the old nature and taking on that of the Jesus through the Holy Spirit.

Ephesians 4:21-32 - Kindness

We are to be kind to one another laying aside all envy and strife. This is of course closely related to love. We are to seek the best fruits for one another. Taking care to build one another up.

Psalm 23:6 ;31:19 Goodness

Goodness follows those who fear and trust in the lord. And we can bare the fruit of goodness ass we receive from the lord.

Mat 25:14-30 Faithfulness

Faithfulness to what we have been given by God is important. The more faithful we are vv23 the more we will receive and our fruit will be great.

Roman 3:3 Gods faithfulness never fails we what a gracious God we serve!

Philippians 4:5 Gentleness

Greek - gentle, moderation, patient

1 thess 2:6-7 Gentleness is an example to all and Paul shows his example. Being as gentle as a nurse.

These fruits become part of our character, if you described a person that was kind, good, faithful and gentle. You would be describing a real nice character.

The Holy Spirit has planted these seeds within and we can have these fruits. 

We need to work at these fruits in the spirit and not in the flesh.

They are fruits of the spirit, so we need to spend more time in the spirit for these fruits to grow.

We can pray in the spirit, we worship in spirit and truth, we can feed on spiritual food (the word of God). But be careful of the poisons that are in the world, which would grow the fruits of the flesh!
