What did Jesus come to do?

John 10:10  

The thief does not come except to steal and to kill and to destroy. I have come so that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly. 

So the rules or boundaries are to assist us in getting closer to our lord Jesus. Jesus came to give us life!

The thief wants to take that from us.

2Pe 1:4  In this way he has given us the very great and precious gifts he promised, so that by means of these gifts you may escape from the destructive lust that is in the world, and may come to share the divine nature. 

2Pe 1:5  For this very reason do your best to add goodness to your faith; to your goodness add knowledge; 

2Pe 1:6  to your knowledge add self-control; to your self-control add endurance; to your endurance add godliness; 

2Pe 1:7  to your godliness add Christian affection; and to your Christian affection add love. 

2Pe 1:8  These are the qualities you need, and if you have them in abundance, they will make you active and effective in your knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. 

2Pe 1:9  But if you do not have them, you are so shortsighted that you cannot see and have forgotten that you have been purified from your past sins. 

Before I was a Christian I was a very strong believer in survival of the fittest. In other word anarchy.

I couldn’t see any good reason for rules. The animal kingdom works on survival, I thought why shouldn’t I ?

Put God in the equation and you have a judgement and a punishment. He also gives us love, and love is what every one of Gods rules are based on. 

 Mat 22:37  Jesus said to him, You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your mind. 

Mat 22:38  This is the first and great commandment. 

Mat 22:39  And the second is like it, You shall love your neighbor as yourself. 

Mat 22:40  On these two commandments hang all the Law and the Prophets. 

When I realised God loved me despite my ugliness.  And forgave me. It did something deep within that I can’t explain except to say it changed me utterly!

So we are talking Godly wisdom. 

Proverbs tells us that wisdom warns of the dangers of sin (folly) of its ability to deliver us from evil, and the rewards of wisdom.

Rom 8:4  so that the righteousness of the Law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not according to the flesh but according to the Spirit. 

Rom 8:5  For they who are according to the flesh mind the things of flesh, but they who are according to the Spirit the things of the Spirit. 

Rom 8:6  For to be carnally minded is death, but to be spiritually minded is life and peace 

Rom 8:7  because the carnal mind is enmity against God, for it is not subject to the Law of God, neither indeed can it be. 

It begins in the mind, what we focus on. We have a choice to make. To focus on things of this world or to focus on God. We can enjoy the things God has blessed us with. With God though not without him. Some people like to leave God to one side for a while. But what ever you do take God with you.

Eph 5:13  But all things that are reproved are made manifest by the light, for whatever makes manifest is light. 

Eph 5:14  Therefore he says, "Awake, sleeping ones! And arise from the dead, and Christ shall give you light." 

Eph 5:15  See then that you walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise, 

Eph 5:16  redeeming the time, because the days are evil. 

Eph 5:17  Therefore do not be unwise, but understand what the will of the Lord is. 

Eph 5:18  And do not be drunk with wine, in which is excess, but be filled with the Spirit, 

Eph 5:19  speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord; 

Eph 5:20  always giving thanks for all things to God the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, 

Eph 5:21  submitting yourselves to one another in the fear of God.
