Study

Prayer - Evangelism. 

God is in full control,               

Psalm 50:1-15 The psalmist inspired by God! Points out that God is debtor to no man. God is the Judge of all things and all transgression not under the blood of Jesus will be paid in full. Its only by his grace we are saved!

God doesn’t need any kind of sacrifice. But he does desire a relationship with his people.

And after the persuasion of thanking God and paying our vows (walking with God) God says to call on him in the day of trouble and he will save us and we will glorify him. Of course this is often the condition a person has to be in before they’ll accept help from a saviour. If we can’t persuade of the need of a saviour why should someone need one?

Romans 13:1 The head of all authority even wrong governments are subject to God, and all things happen that God allows, If God said no it wouldn’t happen! Perhaps this makes us think to pray for Gods mercy, we are not helpless we can intercede. Ephesians 1:17-23 Jesus is the highest authority both now and in the age to come. Rev 17:14.The king of kinks and lord of lords!

God’s desire is to save. And to use us (called before the foundations of world to walk in good works).Ephesians 2:10 God has predestined us to walk in good works. The vary best work we could do is that of saving souls. In prayer in serving on any level and especially preaching the Gospel as faith comes by hearing the word of God Romans 10:13-17 If the unconverted never hear the gospel how can they every call on the name of the Lord? Sometimes it just takes someone to tell them and that’s enough for them to start searching, it can be the seed that causes them to eventually have faith.

We are to not resist evil; this doesn’t mean its ok it simply means to let God deal with it rather than us going into the flesh. Vengeance on any evil is Gods not ours ().but we are to offer meekness and love. 

If someone wants even if we don’t believe him deserving we should provide. This is Gods way the standards high and it must remain high.

If someone we help wants us to do more we should. The extra mile can be the hardest mile. That bit further than we planned can be painful, often leaving us vulnerable. What if the person lets us down we’ll feel used and we’ll feel daft and there’s always someone there to say “I told you so”. But the fruit can be great also. Prayer warfare (Jesus witnessed satan fall from heaven). Luke 10:1-20  It’s like he said to the disciples if you could see what happens in the spiritual realm during evangelism. The lord revealed to me that during evangelism the enemies kingdom is shaken. They start loosing ground, If evangelism is successful the principalities fall from there territories. We have been given the authority to walk all over the enemies kingdom and take the ground. So we have specific areas to work in prayer.

1. Thanking God for his presence, his outpouring, evangelism, all things blessed by him. Ephesians 5:20

2. Praying for Gods mercy on the land, the people (Intercession)

3. Warfare taking ground in the spiritual realm. Praying against the enemy in Jesus name and blessing all evangelism efforts. Claiming the victory we are assured of in scripture.

Without evangelism spiritual warfare bares little fruit, likewise without the prayer warfare the principalities aren’t forced to let go there control.

Jericho’s fall and the command to plunder. Parreled with spiritual warfare and evangelism.

Joshua 6:1-24

Verse 5 – Each man shall go up, meaning straight in and take the city. Rehab who had hidden the spies was saved by faith (Heb 11:31).
